MGTC24H or (MGTB90H and MGTC90H)
Students who entered UTSC in September 2008 must complete MGTB90H and MGTC90H.  However, students who were admitted to UTSC prior to September 2008 may take MGTC24H to complete their requirements in place of MGTB90H and MGTC90H.
Exception: Transfer students who were admitted in September 2008 with retained credits have the choice of completing MGTC24H or (MGTB90H & MGTC90H).
New Specialist B.B.A. Programs

1. Management and Accounting
2. Management and Human Resources
3. Management and Finance
4. Management and Marketing (offered in April 2010)

5. Strategic Management
We will continue to offer the Specialist Program in Management , the Specialist Program in Economics for Management Studies (B.B.A.) and the Specialist Program in Management and Information Technology.
Correction in the Specialist in Management and Accounting Sept 2009 Academic Calendar
Specialist in Management and Accounting requires the following 2.5 credits, in addition to the stated list of requirements in the calendar: 

Two-and-a-half additional credits from courses other than MGT/ECM, to include at least 1 full credit from courses within the Department of Humanities.

This was omitted in error in the printing of the calendar, however, it has received approval from all levels of governance. Students must complete this requirement in order to graduate.
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Streams

Current students (admitted to B.B.A. in Sept 2008 and earlier) may continue to select streams, although streams are not listed in the 2009-2010 academic calendar.

After April 2010, Streams will no longer be available for selection. 

Management Plus Arts/Science Programs

All Management PLUS Arts/Science Programs (except Management and Information Technology) will no longer be offered in the 2009/10 academic year.  However, students currently registered in those Programs may continue as usual.
Some Reminders
1. In counting courses towards the core requirements for the Program and a Stream, no course will be counted for more than one requirement.

2. Students in the Management Plus Arts/Science Programs are NOT eligible to select a Stream.

3. ALL B.B.A. degrees are titled “Bachelor in Business Administration”. Streams or specialists appear on transcripts but not on your degree.
